NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that the Board of Education of the School District of the City of Royal Oak hereby adopts the following school calendar for the period of March 2, 2010 through June 22, 2010, and directs members of the bargaining unit represented by the Royal Oak Education Association to report for duty accordingly at their assigned starting times:

March 3, 2010 as a 90 minute Professional Development meeting for certified secondary staff with a late start for students

March 9, 10 and 11, 2010 as Michigan Merit Examination Days for the High School with March 11, 2010 being a half-day

11.4 Readmission Recommendation

WHEREAS, on January 22, 2009, Student #2008-09-03, a student at Churchill Alternative High School, was expelled from the School District of the City of Royal Oak for the specific misconduct of possession of and (suspicion of) distribution of marijuana on school property, contrary to Board of Education Policy #4500A. 

WHEREAS, the student was eligible to request readmission after 90 days.  In January, 2010 student #2008-09-03 initiated a petition for readmission to the School District of the City of Royal Oak.

WHEREAS, on January 20, 2010, it is the recommendation of the Readmission Committee to the Board that Student 2008-09-03 be reinstated to the School District of the City of Royal Oak, based upon the fact that the committee felt that this student would not constitute a risk to other students his age; and his improved attitude toward the circumstances surrounding the expulsion, it is recommended that his readmission request be granted for Churchill Community High School.  There are no other conditions to his readmission.

THEREFORE, IT IS RESOLVED that Student #2008-09-03 be readmitted as of February 11, 2010.

THEREFORE, be it resolved that the Board of Education of the School District of the City of Royal Oak hereby directs Administration to develop a Request for Proposal to seek bids for contracted support services which shall include custodial, special education transportation, maintenance, and grounds.  A recommendation for Board of Education action will be expected so that said contracted services can commence on July 1, 2010.
